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Uniform Check-Out Agreement

Uniform Do’s and Don’t’s
DO

 Treat the uniform with meticulous care and
respect.

 Act dignified and courteously towards all
students and adults - both those associated
with Samohi, and those observing your
activities.   

 Always wear the pant suspenders over the
shoulders.

 Unzip your uniforms only after the Director
dismisses the band for dress down.

 Always keep hats on your head.  Students
may remove hats when the Director asks
them to or when an authorized parent
removes the hats.   

 Wear only BLACK SOCKS and authorized
marching dress shoes (DINKLES) with the
uniform.

 Neatly hang coats and pants (folded along the
crease) on a hanger in the garment bag,
leaving the zipper open for air circulation.

 Return all accessories immediately after each
performance (gloves, plumes, hats, etc.)

DON’T

 Eat any food or beverage (except water)
while in uniform.

 Chew gum while in uniform
 Touch or lean against any vehicle, building or

object while in uniform. The uniforms are
easily soiled and difficult to clean.

 Sit on chairs or on the ground while in uniform
unless told to do so by the Director,
authorized parent or Section Leader.   

 Put shoes in the garment bag.
 Put make-up on while in uniform.

Additional Notes. Students who disrespect the Marching Band uniform OR disrespect people while wearing the
uniform will lose the privilege of wearing Samohi uniforms and of representing our school and community as a band
member. Disregarding the Uniform Policy will be reflected in the student’s final semester grade. All Football uniforms will
remain at home until the Director calls for their return.  Students will then have one week to return the uniforms to
school.

I understand that my son/daughter is responsible for the care of the issued uniforms and equipment. I understand that
the above rules apply to all uniform assignments. I (parent/guardian) give permission  for my son/daughter to be issued
all uniform articles and agree to take full financial responsibility for any uniforms or uniform parts that are damaged, lost
or stolen due to student’s negligence.

I (the student) agree to follow all rules, regulations and verbal instructions regarding the care of the Marching Band
uniforms and to behave in the manner expected of me while wearing the Marching Band uniforms.
