4) Music Directors Update - Terry Sakow spoke
 
 -London Trip Review – New Year’s Day Parade – everyone made it back, timing was great in terms of weather and also length of trip, some jetlag issues and nausea issues, one of the judges said Samohi was by far the best band there, kids were really good representatives, saw a lot of things (Oxford, architecture, etc.)
 - Fresno/CBDA trip – Feb. 19-22, 2009 – The Wind Ensemble trip is on 19th-20th and honor band trip 19th-22nd, will leave after lunch on Thursday Feb. 19th so will need to bring suitcase with uniforms, will stay in Fairfield Inn with breakfast included, performance at Fresno Convention Center on Friday morning, lots of judges and directors from around the country will be there, parents can go but really geared for music directors, members who are also in honor band will stay with honor band and meet Wind Ensemble just for their performance 11:30 am on Friday, bring money for dinner and lunch, will return right after performance.
 - Stairway to the Stars – March 26-27, 2009 – just Wind Ensemble and Jazz Band, rehearsals on Monday night 3/23 and Wednesday 3/25.
 - SCSBOA Band and Orchestra Festivals – April 1-2, 2009 at Samohi – Bands are on April 1st and Orchestras are on April 2nd, more details coming, need volunteers.
- this semester we have UCLA student teacher.
- overall big improvements over last couple of months, great having Ms. Janert here helping every day, frees up Mr. Sakow to do more also.
- still looking at possibility of applying to take Wind Ensemble to Chicago next year, deadline is March 19th so still need to put tape together, very competitive to go there.
